H. Paul Shuch, the flight school’s
founder and chief instructor, “and studying intdps@uring every non-flying day. With no
distractions or outside obligations, he’'s managedotogress through our rigorous pre-solo
curriculum in half the normal time. He has showedidation throughout his studies, and has
now demonstrated his skills as an airplane driiehope he’s able to continue on toward the
even greater challenge of becoming a fully qualifsdot.”

Upon completion of the solo flight, Shuch cut tlel off of Greenwald’s t-shirt, and
autographed it to mark the occasion. This ritded back to the Golden Age of aviation, when
barnstormers frequently had to patch rips in tfabric-covered aircraft with pieces of their own
garments. Alex’s shirttail now graces the walkloé AvSport office, proudly joining nine other
shirts representing the students who have achitviedsame milestone since the flight school
was established in January of 2010.
